4. Report on Association Business from the past year

· The association is in good financial shape. Funds from operations will be transferred to the Reserve Fund for future needs.

· Membership numbers are encouraging at this time. Last year there were 98 members. A new 3 year membership has been introduced.

· Association role is to conserve; to react; to be proactive. Presently the board is more proactive in matters.

· This year 5 board members retired. Ryan has one year remaining as President. New board members have been recruited for this year and will be introduced later in meeting.

· Power at dam is not a concern at this time. Ryan has been working on following projects at the dam with council;

i)  heritage site

ii)  brush removal

iii) historical plaques 

i) Huntsville council was not able to pass a resolution to designate the dam park as a heritage site. Ownership of a portion of the land could not be determined.

ii) MNR cleared up the brush at the dam.

iii) Two historical plaques have been prepared and are ready to be erected at the dam.

· Buoys – 3 red and 3 green buoys have been installed at the north end of the lake by MBC to mark the channel. Town paid for them and the association had them installed and locations marked with GPS coordinates

· Mary Lake Plan was passed by council last Fall. Many thanks to Paul Johnson and Rick Wardell for 3 years of dedication in this matter. A summary of it in a brochure has been distributed around the lake.

· HWY 11 overpass at Rowanwood Road – Rick Wardell and John Hogg from Thom’s Bay have kept in touch with this matter.

· Assessment Levy – cottagers will NOT be taxed for sewer and watermain services. A 3% levy to every household in the district was passed instead and fees have increased..

5. Introductions

· Ryan introduced the officials in attendance;

Chris Zanetti indicated the upgrades/new projects town is pursuing in Port Sydney. Minister Clement has provided $250,000 for the upgrades

Fran Coleman thanked Ryan for the work he has been doing on behalf of the association. The deputy mayor spoke briefly on the G-8 meeting June 2010. $50 mil in funding from government has been directed to G-8 projects. Huntsville has received $30 mil of the amount for a second ice rink; University of Waterloo building and other infrastructure upgrades. Mary Lake website has a summary of the G-8 report.

6. FOCA info can be found on their website – www.foca.on.ca . FOCA and WRAFT have moved into the same building in Lindsay. WRAFT continues to work on lakefront property assessment matters with government.

7. Zoning Applications – Four zoning applications have come to the attention of the Mary Lake Association. Your board has the opportunity to review the requests to determine that the Mary Lake Plan is being followed. It is not our role to block applications but to provide constructive dialogue when needed.

Ryan indicated he made a site visit with developers to the ‘Gryffin Lodge point’ proposal. There are no major concerns with their plans but will keep in touch with developers as project proceeds.

8. Water Levels – Paul Johnson spoke briefly on the subject and then introduced Mr. Taylor, MNR and Mr. Breland, Hatch Consulting. Mr Taylor reviewed the past three years of meetings and where we are today. Mr. Breland has reviewed all the data from 1980 – 2001. Details can be found on the Mary Lake website. The bottom line is that the water levels in the Spring will be lowered to close to historical  figures and the Fall levels will be raised.

Mr. Taylor and Mr. Breland fielded questions from the audience. The proposal will be put into effect as soon as there is Standing Advisory Committee (SAC) approval. 

9. Lake Water Quality  The highlights of Jane Earthy’s report –Lake phosphorus levels were normal however lake turbidity was high giving rise to lower Secchi readings. A new site for Benthic Monitoring (bugs in the mud). Will be studied this summer. 

Kathy Clark spoke about her company’s service on well water and septic systems. She provided a folder of reading material.
